A Word from the Chairman

By the time you read this edition of  POOLSCENE you will either be hopefully enjoying yourself at the PRESENTATION NIGHT or else you will have unfortunately missed it.

May I take this opportunity to congratulate everyone on what was once again a very successful season.

Well done to my own team, Dursley ‘A’ for winning the First Division without losing a league match and also breaking the hundred points barrier, hard luck to the Horse & Groom who were runners up although they won the Divisional Team KO Cup and the Christopher Horley League Team KO Cup. Dave Martin holds the brand new A-1 Entertainments League Singles KO Cup for a year (which incidentally is nearly as big as the F.A.Cup). Steve Martin was undefeated with 14 wins out of 14 and he & Andy Wright won the Trowbridge Windows League Doubles KO Cup. Commiseration to Foresters ‘A’ who got the Wooden Spoon.

Greyhound Pups took 1st place by 1 point from the Hollies in Div 2 with the Hollies receiving a special ‘Good Sportsmanship’ Award for clarifying a scorecard discrepancy which could have resulted in them taking 1st place instead. This honesty is good to see – let us all take a leaf out of their book. The roles were also the same in the Divisional Team KO Cup. The Castle (B-on-A) finished bottom although they didn’t complete the campaign, withdrawing at the half way point. 

In Div 3,  Ship ‘A’ won quite comfortably in the end from The Junction with The Anchor & Hope at the bottom. It was the battle of ‘The Swans’ in the Divisional Team KO with the Black one finishing on top.

Division 4 was romped by the 12 Bells (amassing 104 points) from The Carpenters Arms with both teams  leaving the rest far behind. The Castle (Trow) was firmly routed to the bottom although they didn’t complete their final matches and left the League with a debt! The Carpenters Arms beat The Greyhound Old Dogs in the Divisional KO Cup. Carpenters Arms were also rewarded with a ‘Fair Play’ Award for declining to claim points from The Foresters ‘A’ who turned up late for the Christopher Horley Team KO Cup Semi-final, a match which the Carpenters consequently lost.

Well done to Jeff Down (Kings Arms, Hilp) who pipped Phil Webb (Hollies) to the Captains Cup and to Matthew Chillcott representing The Parsons Nose for beating Don Holden (12 Bells) in the Landlord’s KO. Both of these competitions being sponsored by Colborne Trophies LTD.

The Dursley Trans Mixed Doubles Final was won by Lyn Brewer & Phil Webb (Hollies) who beat Keith Taylor & Kelly (Dursley ‘A’)
Our ‘new’ competition this year: Ladies KO sponsored by The Ship showed some promise and Lyn Brewer beat Helen Lovelock in the final.
